Disney Dessert Theatre Performance Assignment

Taking what you know about theatre and performing arts, you and a good-looking group of performing artists are going to create your own Disney Dessert theatre production. Use your performing arts talents with singing, dancing and acting and your technical theatre skills with light, sound, video projection, etc. and share one of Disney’s great musical stories.  Your objective is to immerse your audience into experiencing the story beyond the sights and sounds.  You will prepare an environment for the audience and stimulate their senses of taste and touch with a carefully planned dessert. You are preparing for a 15 minute show.  I recommend your show starts with a musical title and end with a musical curtain call.
You are required to prepare the following:

A.
Beat Summary: What is your story?  Plan for a 4-5 beat story production. Each beat should describe the contents of your scenes. This should be no longer than one page. (Ideal: 4 or 5 paragraphs with a title)

B.
Title Page:  Promoting and advertising your production.  Be sure to include title, cast, authors (including yourselves as adapting authors and the original Disney authors) song titles, production date and images) 

C.
Turn your beats into a script. Include the following: 

1. Title 

2. Hook line 

3. Authors (including yourselves as adapting authors and the original Disney authors)
4. Cast and Character list (brief description of each character)

5. sound cues (choose front of house music and 
          curtain call music that really supports the mood of your show.)  

6. Time (for each scene)
7. Setting  (for each scene)
8. At rise (for each scene)
9. Character:  Dialogue (blocking and business in brackets)

10. Closing sound cues

11. Cues for music during your show and for title and curtain call

***It is a good idea to number all of your pages and number each of your light, sound and tech cues***
C.
Costume Designs: Each performer is responsible to create their own costume design.  Keep your costumes for this production simple.  Your costume design will be a full colour drawing of your plan. Label your costume pieces and write a short paragraph to explain the symbolic meaning of your costume piece.  How does it communicate the personality/emotion of your character?  

D.
Create a master prop list that is in chart form.  The first column will have the name of the prop, the second column will be a drawing/image of the prop and the third column is a paragraph rational for the prop (how does this object communicate story, mood, message?). 
E.
Set Design/Audience Plan:  Draw a diagram of what your stage will look like for the telling of your story.  Include how your audience will sit in relation to the stage.  Consider how you can bring the audience into the story.  Carefully consider how you might make use of the drama room resources to design your set.
A bird’s eye view of the drama room is a good idea.  Be sure to label everything.
On the back of your diagram write a paragraph to describe the setting and what each object represents.  (ie.  The black box represents the mountain the characters are climbing to escape the military government).
F.
Dessert:  
This is a dessert theatre production and your choices need to support the theme and message of your production. Choose one or two food items and one beverage item that you will serve at your show.  The items you choose need to reflect and help tell your story.  The format for this part of your portfolio should be the same as a prop list. Include as much detail as possible.  First column Name of food/beverage, second column picture, third column rational. Bonus for recipes.
